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1. Introduction and Motivation
This document serves as a basis or template for the development of a doctoral work proposal or thesis project.
As indicated in previously distributed files, the font used must be "NewsGotT".
The font for the body text must be size 12, and size 8 for footnotes.
If the bibliography list is extensive, it may be presented in size 10.
Line spacing must be 1.5, and the project length should be between 10 to 20 pages, including the cover.

2. Objectives
The objective of this proposal is to present the plan and theme of the doctoral work, which will be presented and discussed by a jury.

3. State of the Art
The 7 points mentioned in this document must be strictly followed by each student in their own report.
The size of each section should be determined by each student based on the importance and relevance to the thesis project in question.

4. Methodology
Although specific information on the methodologies to be applied may not yet exist at this stage, it is important to clearly present the methodology (or methodologies) to be applied throughout the preparation of the thesis, as well as any equipment that may be necessary.

5. Description of Tasks
In addition to the written thesis project, it will be necessary to perform a presentation and discussion of the project.
This presentation and discussion should not exceed 60 minutes, and the rules for it will be made available soon on the PDEIS website.

6. Schedule
In the description of the sequence of phases planned for the thesis preparation work, it is important to indicate the expected deadlines for each phase.
The presentation of the work phases may include a graphical representation.
The schedule must include the main deliverables and milestones (e.g., software, expected publications) with an indication of the expected times for their delivery..
 
7. References
Given the absence of collected data and respective analysis, the list of references is one of the relevant aspects for justifying the information in the thesis project.
The final list of bibliographic references must include all references cited in the text, and not all references consulted.
References must be ordered alphabetically and without numbering.
The reference list must also include websites in the appropriate format provided by the adopted style.
Only accessible documents and publications should be included; avoid including unavailable data, such as personal communications or unpublished lectures.
The format used must be consistent throughout the text; it is recommended to follow a specific format, such as APA style. (available on: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/560/01/.
